CHURCH WREATHS
The Pathfinders Sunday School Class has donated Lenten wreaths to 
Thomasville First Methodist Church to lead the congregation through Holy 
Week and Easter. Starting Ash Wednesday the wreaths will be draped with 
purple sashes to mark the penitential season through Palm Sunday; on Palm 
Sunday the sashes will change to red to commemorate Jesus’s triumphant 
entry and the passion, remaining until the end of Maundy Thursday. A black 
sash will be placed for Good Friday to signify solemn mourning through 
Easter Sunday, when the wreaths will be crowned with white to celebrate the 
joy of the Resurrection. Along with the sashes, greenery and flowers will be 
added: olive branches to recall the Garden of Gethsemane; Lenten Roses, 
palm branches, and burro’s tail to represent the triumphal entry; lamb’s ear 
and thorns to symbolize Christ’s sacrifice on the cross; and white lilies and 
roses to celebrate the Resurrection.
